The Board of Assessors met on Wednesday, April 17, 2013 at 6:00 p.m.  Present were Chairman McCarthy, Member Smith and Principal Assessor Donahue.  Clerk Lundin was unable to attend.
The Board of Assessors reviewed the mail folder.

The Assessors signed the payroll for week ending 4/20/13.

The Board of Assessors reviewed and signed the warrant in the amount of $428.00.  The warrant consists of bills payable to Plymouth County Registry of Deeds in the amount of $6.00, and W.B. Mason in the amount of $422.00.
The Board signed 1 Property Tax abatement denial notice that they acted on at the meeting held on April 3, 2013.
The Board of Assessors reviewed and signed the monthly list CPA abatements for March 2011 and 2013.
The Assessors signed the release of Agricultural/Horticultural Tax Lien for Map 57 Lot 20. The release will be forwarded on to Plymouth County Registry of Deeds to be recorded.
The Board discussed pending ATB cases and instructed Principal Assessor Donahue to research several cases for further discussion by the Board of Assessors.

The Board of Assessors acted on 5 Real Estate/Personal Property abatement applications for FY2013.  The Assessors approved 4 and denied 1.  The abatement certificates and denial letter will be signed at the meeting of May 1, 2013.
The Principal Assessor was instructed to send an email immediately to the Clerk, Mr. Lundin, to remind him of the deadline for submitting the Annual Town Report to the Selectmen’s office.
The Board discussed the need to maintain the Deed Books in the climate controlled vault.  The Board instructed the Principal Assessor to prepare a letter to the Town Clerk requesting permission to store the books in the Town Hall vault.

Principal Assessor Donahue sought guidance from the Board regarding the request from Strategic Planning committee for each of the clerical staff job descriptions.  The Board advised Principal Assessor Donahue to organize a meeting with the office staff, Town Administrator and Mallory to discuss the status of the clerical job descriptions.
