

WEST BRIDGEWATER PLANNING BOARD
2/18/15
PRESENT: H. Hurley, H. Anderson, G. Stetson and A. Kinahan 
ABSENT: J. Noyes
The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m.  
1.    B.C. Way:
Mr. Hurley reported that he was contacted by Pilling Engineering to request that the discussion on the On-site Sanitary Disposal System be postponed until the next meeting on March 4, 2015 at 7:30 p.m.  Engineer, Bruce Pilling, noted that the developer for the project, Dennis Welch, was unable to attend tonight's meeting due to a previous commitment.  

The abutters to this project were informally notified that the Engineer would be at this meeting and it was suggested that they might want to attend.  Mr. Hurley reported that the abutters were notified that this discussion would be postponed until the next meeting.  It was also noted that Mr. Pilling’s meeting last night with the Conservation Commission had also been postponed.
2.   401 Pleasant Street:
The Board received a request from the Zoning Board of Appeals to review a plan for a contractor’s storage yard to be located at the above address.   After briefly reviewing the plan at the last meeting, the Board had agreed to visit the site and to review this plan in detail at tonight's meeting.  After careful review of the plans, the Board agreed to send a response to the ZBA with the following concerns:
1. Access is shown off of Maple Street: This cannot be used as an access unless the proponent is prepared to upgrade Maple Street to the standards for a town road,

2. No fencing is shown:  Will this site be secured?  If so, how will this be accomplished?

3. Will heavy equipment be stored at this site?

4. No sanitary facilities are shown,

5. How many employees will be hired to work on the site?

6. No signage shown:  There should be address signs, and

7. No lighting is shown.  If lighting is to be used, it should be directed downward towards the ground.  We suggest that “shadow box” type lighting be used so that no “halo” effect impacts the surrounding area.

3.   Schedule of Completion:
After the meeting on January 21, 2015 the Board had sent out requests to the active subdivision proponents to submit a schedule of completion at their earliest convenience.  The response was as follows:

a.  Woodrow Estates/Sunset Ave Extension:
Manager, James Shalek, reported that the roadways will be completed as soon as he sells and builds out the subdivision.  He noted that due to the changing economic climate and other factors, he is encouraged and feels that Woodrow Estates will be completed this year. 
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b.  B.C. Way:

c.  Bresciani Estates: 
     Still no response received.

d.  West Meadow Estates:  
     Still no response received.
4.   Copy Machine:
Town Administrator, David Gagne, had reported that they hoped to get a small copier that was not being used by the School Department.  He stated that they would be testing it and if all went well, it would be set up in the conference room as soon as possible. It was noted for the record that the Board needed to make some copies at tonight’s meeting and again were unable to do so due to the fact that no copy machine had been installed. The Board was hopeful that it would be done soon, since there is clearly a need for it.
5.   Meadow Spring Drive: 
The Board noted that the deeds and conveyances for the roadway and easements for the above subdivision still have not been submitted, reviewed or approved for this subdivision. The last time the Board met with Mr. Donato he stated that his attorney, Ron Whitney, was preparing the deeds, conveyance documents, and roadway easements and would submit them as soon as they were done.  Mr. Hurley had noted that once all of the paperwork was in order, the Board would schedule a public hearing to release the surety. They would then forward the plans to the Board of Selectmen for street acceptance at the next town meeting; sometime in 2015.  Mr. Donato had assured the Board that he would make sure that everything was submitted as soon as possible.  It was noted for the record that the above documents have still not been submitted.
